Non-GAAP Definitions

Adjusted Earnings from Continuing Operations: is defined as earnings from continuing operations adjusted for the effect of acquisition-related 

amortization, rightsizing and other costs, a 2019 loss on debt extinguishment, a 2019 loss on assets held for sale and 2018 tax benefits for the Tax Cuts 

and Jobs Act.

Adjusted Diluted Earnings Per Share from Continuing Operations: is defined as adjusted earnings from continuing operations divided by average 

diluted shares. 

Total segment earnings (EBIT): is defined as earnings from continuing operations before income taxes, net interest expense and corporate expenses.  

Total segment earnings (EBIT) margin: is defined as total segment earnings (EBIT) divided by revenue.

Adjusted EBIT by Segment: is defined as earnings from continuing operations before income taxes, net interest expense, corporate expenses, rightsizing 

and other costs and a 2019 loss on assets held for sale.

Adjusted EBIT Margin by Segment: is defined as adjusted EBIT by segment divided by segment revenue. The bps change Y-o-Y is calculated as the 

difference between adjusted EBIT margin for the current period and the prior period.

Adjusted EBITDA by Segment: is defined as adjusted EBIT by segment plus depreciation and amortization, excluding depreciation and amortization 

included within rightsizing and other costs.

Adjusted EBITDA Margin by Segment: is defined as adjusted EBITDA by segment divided by segment revenue.

Free Cash Flow: is defined as net cash provided by operating activities minus capital expenditures. Free cash flow as a percentage of revenue equals 

free cash flow divided by revenue.  Free cash flow as a percentage of earnings from continuing operations equals free cash flow divided by earnings from 

continuing operations. Free cash flow as a percentage of adjusted earnings from continuing operations equals free cash flow divided by adjusted earnings 

from continuing operations.  Free cash flow, excluding cash restructuring costs, is defined as free cash flow minus cash restructuring costs.  Free cash 

flow, excluding cash restructuring costs, as a % of revenue equals free cash flow, excluding cash restructuring costs, divided by revenue.

Organic Revenue Growth: is defined as revenue growth excluding the impact of foreign currency exchange rates and the impact of acquisitions and 

dispositions.

The tables included in this presentation provide reconciliations of the non-GAAP measures used in this presentation to the most directly comparable U.S. 

GAAP measures. Further information regarding management’s use of these non-GAAP measures is included in Dover’s earnings release and investor
